With the easing of the Alert level status to level 1 In NCR and most areas in Luzon, NPC 
need not be complacent in ensuring the wellness of its workforce, corporate-wide. In 
anticipation for another surge in CoVld-19 cases In NCR and/or the emergence of 
another variant of CoVid-19, NPC Intends to procure 1,650 Rapid Antigen Test Kits to 
be administered to NPC employees Including agency-hired personnel.

APPROVED BUDGET FOR THE CONTRACT

The supplier shall bid for all Items described in this TOR, which shall not exceed the 
Approved Budget for the Contract (ABC) in the amount of NINE HUNDRED NINETY

11. Total Contract Price

16. Liquidated Damages

Where the supplier refuses or fails to satisfactorily complete the work within the specified contract 
time, plus any time of extension duly granted and is hereby in default under the contract, the 
supplier shall pay NPC for liquidated damages, and not by way of penalty, an amount equal to 
at least one tenth (1/10) of one percent (1%) of the cost of the undelivered/unperformed portion 
of the items/works for every day of delay. Once the cumulative amount of liquidated damages 
reaches ten percent (10%) of the amount of the contract, the procuring entity may rescind or 
terminate the contract, without prejudice to other courses of action and remedies open to it 
(Section 68 of the Revised IRR of RA 9184).

17. Liability of the Supplier

If after receipt of the Purchase Order, the supplier fails to deliver the goods, appropriate sanctions 
will be Imposed as prescribed under Republic Act (RA) 9184 and its Revised Implementing Rules 
and Regulations (IRR).
